6. Keep waste safely in your lab and do not move it

to the waste room without prior arrangement
with the responsible person in charge.
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NOTE: regarding damage devices removal, it should be coordinated with the college administration and

warehouse responsible. Removed devices should be cleared from custody first and that require a letter from

department chairman.
